CHIPS [Christian Help In 

PartnerShip] is an ecu-

menical service for iso-

lated older people in the 

Heysham and Morecambe 

area. 

Starting in June 1998, 

CHIPS is run by a quali-

fied Social Worker, and 

with over 150 people in 

our care, a team of 65+ 

volunteers who visit and 

befriend people in their 

own homes does much of 

the work. 

As well as home visiting, 

we run a project we’ve 

called T@2 when volun-

teer drivers bring house-

bound older people into 

The Open Door. There 

they are greeted by 

Mavis, our T@2 co-

ordinator, and another 

team of volunteers, and 

throughout the afternoon 

they chat, drink tea, play 

games, and laugh a lot! 

For many, this is the only 

contact they have with the 

outside world, and we feel 

that it’s a vital ‘add on’ to 

CHIPS. T@2 costs us 

£250.00 per month, so to 

run the service for six 

months costs us £1500. 

We are delighted that Jes-

sica has chosen CHIPS as 

her charity for the year, 

and we look forward to 

enjoying a close relation-

ship with her over the 

coming year.
